2 - Hotel info:
The hotel Von Stackelberg is very close to the Old Town of Tallinn.

3- Directions
How to get to the hotel from Airport by bus (3 possibilities)?
1. The easiest way 8.00-18.00

Bus no 90K provides easy access for travellers from the airport to the hotel. It takes you very near to the hotel. There is wireless internet access on the bus, free of charge. 

Tickets are sold on the bus for 2 EUR (NB! for this bus you can only purchase tickets from driver, as it does not belong to general public transportation system). 

Take off at the stop “Hotell Tallinn” and you will already see the hotel Von Stackelberg. The stop is on the same street, you just have to walk a bit straight forward. Hotel is on the street corner, in the opposite of another, bigger hotel. The bus goes in every half hour, but only from 8.00-18.00 every day. The journey takes 25 minutes. Timetable for the bus No. 90K is available by clicking HERE. (“Lennujaam” means airport)

The same bus makes rounds and takes you back to the airport as well, from the same stop.

2. Every day from 6.30 to 23.45
Take the bus nr 2, from Airport (direction Mõigu-Reisisadam (A-terminal))

Get off at A. Laikmaa (the very center of the city), cross the road and go to the bus stop Viru Keskus underneath the opposite building Viru Keskus (big commercial center). Take the bus no. 40 (direction Viru keskus-Pelguranna) and get off at hotell “Tallinn”. The hotel is within 200 meters.

Public transportation tickets can be bought from the bus driver (a bit more expensive) or from the R-kiosk (one is at the Airport as well). Ask for an 1-hour ticket for getting to the hotel. 
3. New taxi service

There is also a new service in Tallinn Airport called Airport Transfeer. The company named Hansabuss offers a service with minivans for 5 euro. Basically it's like a taxi but the difference is, you are not the only one on board.

How to find it in Tallinn Airport? As soon as you exit the security zone of the airport, there is a table next to the door with signs (in different languages, including English) and some person sells 5 euro tickets there. You have to give him the address where you want to go and he will write it on the paper and gives you the ticket and helps you to find the van. There you just give/show your ticket to the driver and he will take care of the rest. The service is quite new but it is safe and easy way to get everywhere in Tallinn with 5 euros without worrying about changing the buses or buying the right ticket. 

How to get to the hotel from the Port of Tallinn? 

Take bus nr 2 (stops both in A and in D terminal) direction Mõigu. Get off at the stop “A. Laikmaa” (the first stop out of the harbor, in the city center). Change the bus stop- you have to enter the bus terminal located under the Viru Keskus commercial center (nr 2 stops in front of it).

Take bus nr 40 direction Pelguranna. Get off at “hotell Tallinn”. The hotel is 200 m ahead, across the street.
