The meetings with your MEPs are key moments of the campaign, when you get their commitments. 
To this end, we have designed a postcard that you can send by email and also print out, to take to your meetings and have them sign it at the back! – we are soon getting the in-design file for you to translate and send to printers.
Please make sure you keep us posted on these meetings – with a photo from the meeting with the MEP if possible! - so that we can publish them on the blog! There is a specific page for this on the blog called “candidates on board!”

· We will organise a press breakfast briefing in EAPN’s office in Brussels to present the campaign and give it visibility. An idea for National networks if they can to do the same in their own country.
