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EU funds that could be accessible to EAPN National Networks and their members for project work
This document is intended to serve as a starting point of exploring EU funding programmes. It was drawn with the input of the Sustainable Finances for National Networks Group and aims to give a picture of the kind of funding programmes which target poverty or social inclusion directly or lists them among the priorities. The EU has funding programmes in many fields and the list here is not exhaustive, but it includes the most relevant programmes. For a full list of funding programmes, read the short funding pack of the European Commission:  http://ec.europa.eu/budget/documents/publications_en.htm#table-1_1, choose the document New Funds, Better Rules – a beginner’s guide, downloadable in all EU languages on the page. 
Almost all the funding programmes are managed part by the European Commission directly and part by national or local bodies entrusted with this function. This makes it difficult to include clear deadlines for calls. However, all programme guides explain the deadlnes for the project calls and those you can find from the links included in this document. Usually, centrally-run projects have transnational dimension and nationally/locally run projects are meant to be implemented in the specific country/region. 

This table should be read as follows:

First column: includes the name of the funding programme

Second column: gives the total amount for the funding programme for the budget period 2007-2013, where possible including total funds for specific sub-programs and includes general information on the deadlnes. 

Third column: summarizes target groups or priorities of the funding programmes that could be explored. However, it is worth going through the full aim/objectives/priorities sections of all the funding guides separately as they will give you more detailed information, including the type of actions they sponsor.  

Fourth column: includes comments from EAPN on the possible tracks to explore and whether members have been successful getting projects funded under these lines. 
The details on specific actions and deadlines are in the programme guides which can be found on the pages of the programmes below.

Among the permanent priorities of the programme are European Citizenship, Participation of young people and inclusion.

	Two types of funding are accessible: 1. conference organization and 2. projects. Funding in both cases will cover up to 50% of the costs (up to 60% in exceptional cases). EAPN Portugal has gotten funds under this programme. 


Visitors’ groups to Brussels with sponsorship of Members of European Parliament
In addition to the list of EU funds, according to European Parliament regulations every Member of the European Parliament (MEP) has the possibility to sponsor delegations/visitors groups to the European Parliament. Each MEP can get up to 100 persons to Brussels per year and can spend up to 300 euro per visitor including travel, accommodation and food. This might be a good opportunity for some NNs that are planning to visit and learn more about the EU institutions to approach MEPs from your countries.  
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
