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Draft Work Programme 2014: Europe 2020 and Cohesion Policy 

The Work Programme 2013 will contribute to the achievement of the agreed objectives set out in the Advocacy Strategy document (2013-14), within the context of the current Strategic Plan, and should be read together with it.

The Key Actions highlighted confirm commitments made in EAPN’s Commission Application 2014, taking into account final budget restrictions. The final WP will be agreed following the decisions on the budget.  The Work Programme will be developed mainly through the 3 EU ISG 2-day meetings in February, May and October 2014, and work in between. 
Main Goals/Actions

· To make progress on EAPN’s Advocacy Strategy, pressing for delivery on the Europe 2020 poverty and other social targets, through EAPN input to the European Semester and Europe 2020 (NRPs and CSRs) at national and EU level, including the Mid-Term Review. This work will be closely coordinated with the work of the EU CSR/Semester Alliance.
· To support the implementation of 20% of ESF on poverty and the partnership principle through the New Structural Funds Operational Programmes including the development of a Handbook for stakeholder engagement

· To work for better NGO and people in poverty engagement with the European Platform Against Poverty and Annual Convention, particularly from the national level and support implementation of the Social Investment Package in key areas –including the development of a position on youth active inclusion, follow up with EMIN project, work with the Investing in Children Alliance with Eurochild, follow up on implementation of the Homelessness SWP with FEANTSA, and on in-work poverty. 
· To further develop our outputs and advocacy on key policy priorities through the development of 2 Policy Task Forces (3 current Policy Task Forces on stakeholder dialogue, migration and living wage campaign will be finalized in 2014 and at least 1 new TF started)
· To present our key policy messages through one policy conference and small thematic events with other actors (EU level)
