EAPN Activity Report to the 
General Assembly 2010 

Covering the Period 1 January to 31 December 2009
1. Key Achievements

· During this period EAPN has grown stronger as an independent Network defending the interests of people experiencing poverty and social exclusion in the EU.  In doing this work during this period EAPN has also taken steps to improve the direct participation of people experiencing poverty and social exclusion.  The annual European Meetings of people experiencing poverty and the preparation and follow up of this work has been key to this development.

· In this period one of our key achievements has been to develop with our members and alliances our contribution to the future EU strategy. Our key position paper ‘An EU we can Trust’ developed through the seminar on the topic in May and endorsed by the General Assembly in June, left us well placed to contribute to this debate. We ended the year, responding to the consultation to EU2020, and mobilizing our members with considerably success. In December, we held a very successful Hearing in the European Parliament presenting our strategy and demands for the future EU strategy. 

· We have remained active in this period in the EU Inclusion strategy. Including: lobbying to ensure that the strategy continues and is strengthened in the future, contributing to Peer Reviews on active inclusion and poverty targets and to a study about participation in this EU strategy and to the annual European Round Table on Social Inclusion. 

· Key tools have been developed to make the EU strategies more accessible to the general public. These include short explainers/guides on: 1) poverty and inequality 2) adequacy in relation to social assistance and 3) wealth. The last two of these explainers will be printed in 2010. We have also on going campaign on Adequate Minimum income which includes a dedicated website (www.adequateincome.eu) involvement in the OMC.  Key documents from EAPN can be found on (www.eapn.eu).

· In this period we have also worked on the question of employment drawn attention to the question of the working poor and to the role of social economy. We also produced a manual on the use of EU Structural Funds.   EAPN is also recognised as a contributor to the debate on services, particularly related to our work on Energy Poverty and we are increasingly invited as a speaker for events on this topic. 

· The impact of the ‘crisis’ has been a dominant factor for the work in 2009. We have lobbied for greater attention to be paid to the social impact of the crisis with some success.  In December we produced our report: “Social cohesion at stake – social impact of the crisis”, based on a survey with members. 

· Lastly 2009 was the preparation year for the 2010 Year for combating poverty and social exclusion. EAPN had called for 2010 to be the Year against poverty in 2004 and in 2009 our preparation for the year was fully developed.  We also supported NGO participation in the year by coordinating the 2010 NGO coalition. Our work in this regard can be viewed on (www.endpoverty.eu).    
2. Follow up of the Four Strategic Goals in the current EAPN Strategic Plan: 
Goal 1) To reinforce EAPN as a strong, participative and sustainable European Network, built on effective National Networks active at the national and EU level and the active involvement of European Organisations in membership of EAPN.

EAPN continues to be a Network with an active input from its members.  The opportunity for face to face meetings through meetings of our statutory groups and working groups is essential for achieving this active involvement.  In this period we included one more National Network (Slovenia) into the membership of EAPN and we had a particularly dynamic General Assembly in Austria in June which is important to maintain active engagement of our members in EAPN. 

From a development perspective in this period we have concentrated on the questions of participation (particularly of people experiencing poverty) and the question of the finical sustainability of the National Networks. 

Also in this period progress was made on establishing an evaluation strategy for EAPN and an Independent Evaluator’s report for 2009 has been finished. 

Activities carried out under this goal:

· General Assembly 

· 3 meetings of the Executive Committee 

· 3 meetings of the Bureau
· An EAPN Evaluation and Performance Measurement methodology was developed and implemented. 
· Meetings were held to develop our membership in Slovenia, Latvia and Estonia
· Follow up involvement with Turkish NGOs and contacts were developed with NGOs in Croatia and the FYR of Macedonia. 
· We lliaised with Commission officials working on the people to people programme to support a study visit for Balkan NGOs in Brussels. accession process (social inclusion issues)
· An EAPN Planning Group on sustainable financing for National Networks met twice and a Network Development Seminar on Sustainable Financing of National Networks was held. 

· Two small reflection meetings on participation were held and a Seminar was held on this theme.  
· Guidance and financial support was provided for National Level activities to support the preparation and follow up of the 8th European Meeting of People Experiencing Poverty.
· 2 meetings of the European Organizations in Membership of EAPN were held and representatives of European Organisations were active in the EAPN working groups

Goal 2) To contribute to a better understanding of the causes and the consequences of poverty in order to make the society more favourable to the fight against poverty and social exclusion. 
The work that EAPN does in relation to the European meetings of people experiencing poverty and the preparation and follow up of these meetings provides a strong input to understanding poverty in the EU. 
The campaign approach which we are developing in relation to Minimum Income and the campaign we did in relation to the European elections are important opportunities for awareness raising.  The messages been developed through the ‘EU We Want’  work are also important for developing broader support for our work, the messages such as the ‘killing impact of inequalities’ and the need for ‘enhanced democratisation for social inclusion’ are important public messages for the fight against poverty.  This work also feeds into our preparation work for the EU 2010 year. 

Our specific policy work which is outlined under goal 3 below is also an important contribution to developing understanding of the causes and consequence of poverty and social exclusion and the necessary response to address these realities. The development with our members of our comprehensive position paper “An EU We can Trust” has provided a strong basis for consistency in the EAPN messages.
In this period EAPN also maintained its production and dissemination of information materials in relation to the fight against poverty and social exclusion. 
Activities carried out under this goal:
· 2 Issues of the new EAPN Magazine
· 19 electronic EAPN information bulletins: EAPN Flash
· 4 issues of the EAPN policy brief for EAPN members
· Regularly issued Press Releases
· Real problems were discovered with our website in the Autumn and the whole web site has to be transported to a new web site which will go on line in 2010 

· A tool kit was regularly disseminated in order to encourage members in preparing for the 2010 Year
· An EAPN plan of activities for 2010 was developed and agreed including a set of campaign demands aimed at ensuring a lasting legacy from the 2010 year.
· Common projects and alliances with other actors in preparation fro 2010 was developed through the 2010 NGO coalition. 
· A reflection day was held on the EAPN Minimum Income campaign and the next stage of the campaign based on showing support for adequate Minimum Income schemes was developed and implemented. 
EAPN Goal 3: To lobby and campaign effectively for policies and processes, in the social and economic areas, which combat poverty and social exclusion and deliver a social inclusion agenda

In this period one of our key achievements has been to develop our contribution to the post 2010 EU policy debate and lobbying strategy with our members and alliances. Our position paper ‘An EU we can Trust’ developed through the seminar on the topic in May and endorsed by the General Assembly in June, leaves us well placed to contribute to this debate. Our lobbying work with the Spring Alliance through the Social Platform has also been a way to contribute to this discussion, including three key events involving stakeholders ( January, June and September, with the latter involving President Barroso). We were also active in events of the Alliance and Platform with the Presidencies in events in Spain and Belgium. 
Our Social Inclusion Score Boards on the Lisbon strategy demonstrate that we have an on the ground knowledge of this strategy which strengthens our legitimacy to ask for changes in the future EU strategy. We ended the year, responding to the consultation to EU2020, and mobilizing our members with considerably success. In December, we held a lobbying event presenting the strategy and demands for new MEPs in the European Parliament.  

Our work on the social OMC and on Active Inclusion in this period has been to try to have a real implementation of the active inclusion recommendation and press for a reinforcement of the Social OMC, in the context of EU2020. We have also been actively involved in all elements of the OMC including Peer Reviews on active inclusion and targets, on the Stakeholders Study on the Social OMC, as well working closely with the Swedish Government, EAPN SE and the Commission on the programme of the Round Table. 

Our update poverty explainer has been a key tool, and during the year we’ve finalised 2 other key explainers on wealth and adequacy of minimum income ( to be printed in 2010). 
Our campaign on Adequate Minimum Income has been important to try and keep visibility for this aspect of the active inclusion approach.  EAPN’s work in this regard has had some effect in ensuring follow up through the independent experts report on the current base of Minimum Income schemes in Member States and also through the report which is being  in relation to the study on stakeholder involvement in the OMC.  
The absence of an annual reporting on the OMC and the absence of real on going stakeholder processes at National Level is making it difficult to remain active in this strategy. More importantly the overall ‘growth and jobs approach’ which has been adopted has not been favourable up to now to a strong focus on the fight against poverty or social cohesion. 

Another key focus of our work in 2009, has been the social impact of the crisis. Through the working groups, particularly the Social Inclusion Working group, we have monitored the impact on poverty and exclusion, as well as on NGO’s and people in poverty working with our members. In December we produced our report: “Social cohesion at stake – social impact of the crisis”, based on a survey with members and 3 group meetings. We have lobbied for a stronger focus on the social impact, through the Social Platform and Spring Alliance, referenced in our letters to the EPSCO’s and Spring Council, as well as working closely with the Commission and Independent Experts group.

EAPN is recognised as a contributor to the debate on services, particularly related to our work on Energy Poverty and we are increasingly invited as a speaker for events on this topic.  We have continued to work in alliance, particularly with CECODHAS, but also in the Social Platform Services group, in planning an event on Energy Poverty and position paper/lobbying strategy. We responded to the consultation on financial exclusion.

Our key achievements in relation to employment during this period are the push for a road map on the implementation and take up of the Active Inclusion recommendation, pressing for changes to the Integrated Guidelines.  Some progress such as the SPC work on indicators and some greater recognition of the Active inclusion in the Communication from the special employment summit, reinforced through our active work in the Social Platform.   Our work on ‘working poor’ has helped to get this item on the agenda and we have been asked to contribute to debates on this topic.  We have produced a position paper on skills, which was presented to the EMCO. However engaging in the EU employment strategy remains difficult as the guidelines and the process are not taking enough account of the question of inclusive employment. We have responded to the Joint Employment report.  We have also been actively engaged in 2 Progress projects related to creating inclusive labour markets and building better links to inclusion through employment – WISE ( focussing on social economy as a tool for inclusion through Work Integration Social Enterprises) and Bridges for Inclusion.

In relation to structural funds our work in this period was to access our member’s engagement in the current round of structural funds and the use of the funds for social inclusion. The survey which has now been finalised will leave us well placed to make a more political contribution in the next period about the use of structural funds to deliver social inclusion and about the future of cohesion policy.  We have started work with members on preparing our position and lobbying strategy on the reform of cohesion policy.
Activities carried out under this goal:
· EAPN seminar in Paris on the post 2010 strategy and the development of an EAPN Position: An EU we can trust- EAPN proposals on a new EU post 2010 strategy
· Guidance to members to respond to EU2020 Consultation and lobbying around EU2020.
· Contribution to debate on the revised Lisbon Strategy and post 2010 Lisbon strategy

· Input to the annual Social Inclusion Round Table.
· Ran a Capacity Building Seminar for EAPN members on national anti-poverty strategies and instruments.
· Reprinted and Updated version of the Poverty Explainer. Development of: adequate income and wealth explainers
· Follow up on input on social impact assessment and horizontal evaluations of Services of General Interest in particular through the work of the Social Platform.
· Delivered a report on the Social Impact on the crisis based on a survey of members.
· EAPN Response to the EC Consultation on access to a basic bank account,

· EAPN, RFI, ECDN Response to the EC Consultation on Responsible lending and borrowing in the EU
· 3 meeting of the Social Inclusion Working Group 
· Preparatory work has been done for a video project on positive activation. 
· Social economy demands are consistently part of our policy papers.  We are also involved in a trans national exchange on Work Integration Social Economy (WISE)
· 3 meetings of the Employment Working Group 
· Structural Funds Manual launched and distributed 
· Participated  in meetings of the communities of learning under the European Social Fund

· Produced a document on mobilising the Structural Funds as a social response to the Crisis

· The completion of a questionnaire by our Members on Social Inclusion in the current programming period of Structural Funds which was developed into a report on the same theme which we have disseminated to the relevant actors. 
· 3 meetings of the Structural Funds Working Group
· Tracking of agenda items in the relevant institutional calendars
· Regular lobbying activities aimed at the European Institutions, including lobbying letters and the dissemination of our key documents.  Meetings of the Social Protection Committee, the Employment and Social Affairs Council and the European Council were key moments for lobbying actions.  
· Subgroups of the Executive Committee dealing with issues of discrimination and poverty and Globalisation and Poverty ensure that these issues are mainstreamed in EAPN’s work.  
EAPN Goal 4: To build strategic alliances with other key actors in order to develop a momentum for making a decisive impact on the eradication of poverty
Our work on alliance building begins with our work in the Social Platform and through that some important work has been done within the context of the Spring Alliance (Social Platform, ETUC, EEB and CONCORD).   We have also developed further in this period our work with Dignity International and CONCORD.  Our involvement in the cross networking alliance in response to the crisis is important for building bridges between European Social Movements and  the European NGOs more organised at the Brussels level.

· Engage through the Social Platform in the work of the Civil Society Contact Group
· Dissemination of Social Platform and CSCG positions and activities

· Engage with the work of Dignity International, CONCORD and the Economic Social and Cultural Rights Network (ESCnet)
· Participation in the activities of other relevant NGOs and relevant actors
· Outputs from projects applications which were successful in 2008 (FACIT Project,  Bridges for Inclusion and WISE)
· Support to the Fourth World Inter Group in the Parliament.
