EAPN’s Vision:  

The European Anti Poverty Network (EAPN) is working for a democratic and social Europe, free of poverty and social exclusion. 
EAPN’s Mission:

· To promote and enhance the effectiveness of actions against poverty and social exclusion; 

· To help shape social policies and design action programmes; 

· To lobby for and with people and groups experiencing poverty and social exclusion. 

EAPN’s Goals:

· A social and sustainable development model that tackles poverty, social exclusion and inequalities is at the heart of decision making in Europe.

· EAPN is a dynamic, membership driven organisation that is recognised as a key civil society actor fighting poverty, social exclusion and inequalities at National and European levels.

· People Experiencing Poverty and Social Exclusion recognise EAPN as their Network.

EAPN’s Values:  

· EAPN believes that poverty and social exclusion are a violation of fundamental human rights and thus a failure to respect human dignity.

· EAPN believes that poverty and social exclusion arise from complex and multidimensional processes that cannot be dealt with in isolation or on the margins.

· EAPN believes that people living in poverty and social exclusion have the right to participate in society and to have their views and experiences listened to and acted on. 

· EAPN believes in gender equality, respect for cultural, religious and language diversity and non-discrimination. 

· EAPN believes in the organisation of our work in a democratic and transparent way, which respects the different specific tasks and views of the different bodies and members that make up the Network.

· EAPN believes in seeking to work in partnership with other relevant actors sharing a common vision including actors within: state authorities, public sector bodies, European Union Institutions and with trade unions, academics and employers, other NGOs and movements. 
· EAPN believes in the independence of Non Governmental Organisations (NGOs) and that public authorities have a responsibility to create and adhere to frameworks which support civil dialogue and respect NGO autonomy. 

· EAPN believes in the possibility to achieve a fairer sharing of wealth, opportunities and resources.

3) EAPN’s activities in 2011
Overview of Activities in 2011

Engagement in Key EU Strategies: In this period, EAPN has provided its members with information and analysis about the Europe 2020 Strategy, its poverty and other social targets, the  Flagship Initiatives the ‘Platform against Poverty’ and Agenda for New Skills and Jobs, as well as the ongoing developments with the EU Inclusion Strategy (the Social OMC). EAPN has worked with members to provide input to the Commission and other key EU actors to influence the development of these initiatives and engage with their implementation. The development of this analysis is a collective work, based on the efforts of our members to engage with these strategies at national level, and then to review and lobby together at national and EU level. Being part of EAPN has provided opportunities for its members to build their capacity to engage. As the Europe 2020 Strategy has a broad macro and micro economic framing, as well as social targets and objectives integrated in the Strategy, one of the benefits for the members from engaging with it is an increased capacity to understand and criticise the economic approaches that are underpinning key political choices, and the potential to create more synergies between economic and social policies, as reflected in the EAPN NRP Report  However, EAPN members have clearly stated  that the opportunities to engage in this Strategy appear to be very  limited, and that this overarching strategy cannot replace the need for a distinct EU Inclusion Strategy, based on a reinforcement of the Open Method of Coordination on Social Protection and Social Inclusion, rooted in active national stakeholder engagement. Collectively, we have lobbied in this regard, and the requirement that the National Reform Programmes of the Europe 2020 Strategy in 2012 must now be accompanied by National Social Reports involving active stakeholder engagement is an outcome from this lobbying work. It remains to be seen to what extent the development and follow up of these National Social Reports will provide a base for an EU Inclusion Strategy that is developed with active stakeholder engagement, and whether the addition of these Reports can ensure a greater coherence between the economic and social policies pursued under this Strategy.

Making Visible the Social Impact of the Crisis: EAPN members have been dramatically impacted by the implementation of the policies adopted to address the financial crisis.   The immediate impact of these policies is to drive people who were already in poverty more deeply into poverty, and to increase the numbers of people in poverty or at risk of poverty. This has had an enormous impact in terms of the demands on the members of EAPN. At the same time they are facing these increased demands, many have also experienced a cut in their funding, resulting in loss of jobs and reduced capacity. Being part of EAPN has enabled the members to collectively analyse and voice the social impacts of the measures adopted to respond to the crisis, and a chance to strengthen alliances around social and sustainable alternatives. The EAPN Conference and Crisis Report were important opportunities for this work, together with the assessments of MS approaches in the EAPN NRP report. This work of EAPN has contributed to the work of the Social Protection Committee on their analysis of the social impacts of the crisis, and lobbied the Commission, Council and Parliament and this in turn has impacted in the addition of the new ‘social’ Priority 4 under the 2012 Annual Growth Survey, focussing on tackling unemployment and the social impact of the crisis.
Funding the Fight against Poverty and Social Exclusion: Structural Funds are an important component of the EU actions to combat poverty and social exclusion. EAPN has argued that their potential contribution could be improved with a clearer framing of their objective to address social inclusion. In this period the future framework for Structural Funds is being negotiated, and EAPN has sought to have social inclusion and partnership with social NGOs strengthened in this framework. The initial proposal from the Commission has been welcomed by EAPN as a step in the right direction. EAPN sees the Commission proposal as a tangible benefit from having achieved a target to reduce poverty within the Europe 2020 Strategy. In this period, EAPN has sought to build on and strengthen the Commission proposal, and to lobby the European Parliament and the Council in relation to the final adoption of the new regulation. EAPN has also actively engaged with discussions on the successor to PROGRESS programme to keep the focus on supporting stakeholder involvement with EU strategies, and to ensure at least same levels of finances for the social inclusion and social protection strand. Most work on the new EU Programme for Social Change and Innovation will happen in 2012.  
EU Cooperation on High Level Social Standards: EAPN seeks to generate cooperation on social policies at European level, and argues that the absence of more concrete cooperation leads to competition between Member States on their social policies. In addition, EAPN argues that the economic policies pursued at EU level, particularly under the banner of ‘fiscal consolidation’, and experienced as austerity measures have a direct impact on social policies. EAPN has argued that a concrete step that can be taken to foster cooperation on social policies at EU level is the adoption of a Framework Directive on Adequate Minimum Income schemes. EAPN has made the case for how such a Directive is possible under the existing Treaty provisions, and we have outlined what the content of such a Directive could be. During this period, EAPN has continued to lobby for such a Directive, and has won more champions to support this call, and has continued to press for its implementation as part of an integrated Active Inclusion strategy
Key Events and Publications in 2011
EAPN Conference ‘Getting Out of the Crisis Together’ and planned follow up: The background paper prepared for the Conference provided a good basis for an exploration of the causes of the crisis, and, in particular, looked at the economic and political roots of the crisis. This was further developed by the wide range of stakeholders that participated in the Conference, the 10 key steps were identified for a more inclusive exit from the crisis, and the focus on alliance building. The Conference was also informed by the direct input of people experiencing poverty. An example of this was the input to the open plenary by Justine Bark, who provided extracts from her blog, which describes her reality of searching for a job. Another interesting feature of this Conference was that we had agreement with the King Boudewijn Foundation and the European Policy Centre (EPC) that they would facilitate a follow up debate on the outcomes of the Conference and assist to engage a wide range of actors.
EAPN's new booklet Active Inclusion: Making It Happen explores the reality of the follow up of the 2008 European Commission’s Recommendation on Active Inclusion. The publication aims at:

· showing progress on implementation so far,

· highlighting good and bad practices,

· highlighting the importance of the integrated approach (adequate income, access to services and supportive pathways to employment),
· signposting key elements to making the strategy work at national and EU level

The Commission Recommendation was seen as an important step forward, but there has been little documentation of the follow up of this Recommendation to date. The EAPN publication has been important to maintain visibility and attention to this Recommendation, and to give practical guidance on how it can be implemented based on member’s proposals of good practices and has been well distributed. It provides the basis for input to the Commission’s report on the implementation on Active Inclusion, which will be finalised in 2012.
Hearing in the European Parliament on our Explainer on Wealth, Inequality and Social Polarisation in the EU: In previous reports, we have highlighted our ‘explainer series’ (publications which set out to ‘explain’ key issues and debates which are priorities within the EU poverty discourse, in understandable everyday language) as a good practice. These explainers continue to attract a lot of interest. In the case of this particular explainer, we also had the opportunity to launch it in a hearing in the European Parliament, with the support of the Green /EFA Group. This gave an additional level of visibility to this work, and also engaged some economic actors in a discussion which we begin from a social perspective. I believe that this has contributed to an increasing awareness on the impact of inequality and its link to poverty and social exclusion. The achievement of having a hearing in the Parliament is part of our approach to ensure follow up and better dissemination of our publications.
	Key statistics on activities of EAPN in 2011

· EAPN prepared 36 Policy Reports and Position papers and 33 distinct information and promotional materials, and approximately 10.000 documents produced in 2011 were distributed in hard copy. The EAPN explainer documents continue to have a high level of take up. 

· 435 individuals took part in the 32 events organised by EAPN Europe at European level. Many of these individuals had repeated engagement in EAPN and their engagement in EAPN has a multiplier effects at the national level.  

· More than 64.000 visits were made to the EAPN website.

· EAPN took into account 341 invitations from third parties and responded positively to 206 of them, including 89 conferences/seminars where EAPN representatives were asked to speak.

· EAPN has continued to support the European Meeting of People Experiencing Poverty and the preparation and follow up of these meetings. This work is not reflected in the numbers provided here.  


Examples of work undertaken in 2011
Policy Work  
· A detailed briefing tool kit was developed on Europe 2020, and formed the basis of a capacity building session with EAPN members, to prepare engagement in the NRPs. 
· A questionnaire/scoreboard survey was completed by members reviewing their NRPs and the report finalized in October 2011: Deliver Inclusive Growth – Put the Heart Back in Europe and presented at the Crisis Conference and in several major events.
· EAPN sent letters, backed by Press Releases to President Barroso, and Member States prior and following the publishing of the Annual Growth Survey in November, and to the EPSCO and European Councils – in March, June and December to lobby on EAPN’s Key Messages and Recommendations which helped to secure the Objective 4 in the Annual Growth Survey. 
· EAPN supported the participation of a large number of EAPN members, including people experiencing poverty, and ran a joint workshop on stakeholder involvement in the European Platform against Poverty and Europe 2020 with CoR, EESC and Eurocities at the EPAP Annual Convention in Warsaw, in October.

· EAPN has produced a response to the EU Flagship Platform Against Poverty, the Joint Employment Report and to the Flagship Initiative: A European Agenda for New Skills and Jobs.
· EAPN prepared an input to the SPC Adhoc Committee to inform the input to the Commission Recommendation on Child Poverty being prepared in 2012
· EAPN issued its second report on the Social Impact of the Crisis. 

· In September, EAPN held a major conference on the impact of the crisis and alternative strategies, based on a discussion paper prepared with members on the causes, narrative and solutions to the crisis
· EAPN finalized and published an explainer on Wealth, Inequality and Social Polarization, and launched it at a hearing in the European Parliament with Karima Delli MEP (Greens/EFA), and presented its findings in several key events at EU level.
· EAPN finalized a joint booklet on how to implement Active Inclusion, based on case studies from members and assessment of progress. This provided the basis for input to the implementation proposals by the Commission. A video documentary on positive and negative activation practices in 4 Member States was also developed. 
· EAPN was the expert network and prepared a Peer Review expert paper on poverty targets, to input in to the Peer Review in Ireland in June and was an expert network on the Peer Review in Belgium in December on ex-ante social impact assessment – tools and instruments, with expert paper. EAPN also took part, as expert network, and prepared a paper for the Peer Review on In-Work Poverty (Paris, March).In the context of the EU Year on volunteering, EAPN developed and disseminated a position paper on Volunteering and Social Inclusion. 

· A briefing was prepared on Roma Inclusion.
· Follow-up to migration paper and input in debates around the Future Common Migration Policy.
· With regard to the future of Cohesion Policy, EAPN released its first Response to the Commission’s legislative proposals by sending a letter to Directors General in charge of Cohesion Policy prior to their meeting of November 2011. 
· EAPN participated in the focus group on the involvement of local actors organised in Structural Funds delivery organised by DG Employment and inputted to the stakeholder analysis for the European Social Fund Post 2013. EAPN also participated in the Structured Dialogue on Structural Funds organised by DG Regio.
Statutory and Development Work

· EAPN held its General Assembly in Lisbon, Portugal, and three meetings of the Bureau and the Executive Committee were also held. These meeting developed EAPN’s strategic direction and coordinated the implementation of the work of EAPN. 

· Networks from Iceland, FYR Macedonia and Serbia were accepted in membership at the 2011 GA.  
· Two training activities were delivered to the Serbian network, two meetings were held with Croatian NGOs, and contacts were further developed with NGOs in Latvia and Turkey.
· A training programme was developed and delivered for new people active in the European level work of EAPN.
· A training programme was also developed and delivered for activists with direct experience of poverty who are active in EAPN. 
· A Network Development Seminar was held on Sustainable Finances for Networks, and a strategy developed to go further with this approach. 
· First EAPN major fundraising event was successfully organised with professional support, see www.row4rights.nl. 
· Two project applications have been made and were successful. One was as a partner to a project on Guidelines for Journalism under a PROGRESS programme call. The second is an FP7 call on drivers of health inequalities, in a project led by Eurohealthnet. An application was also developed for the Minimum Income Network, with a wide range of partners.
Alliance Building

· The Social Platform remains the key alliance for EAPN. Within the work of the Social Platform we have contributed to their work on Europe 2020, and the Social OMC, the Future Financial Framework, their work on Economic governance and their work on services of general interest in particular, as well as support to relaunching of the Spring Alliance 

· Active involvement in the NGO Coalition for the European Year 2012 on Active Ageing and Solidarity between Generations, led by AGE Platform Europe (participation in meetings, contribution to publications).
· Specific focus was given to alliance building in the EAPN crisis conference held with Trade Unions, key social and green NGOs, and alternative social movements.
· Joint work with EPSU – Public Services Union in starting preparatory work on a Citizen’s Initiative on the public right to water, and in preparing joint actions around economic governance.
· EAPN worked extensively with the Joint Social Conference alliance, bringing together NGOs and trade unions, to deliver the first Spring Social Conference in March, attended by over 100 people from different European countries.
· Strengthened engagement with the EESC, in particular in relation to their report on the Platform against Poverty and “Go Local” poverty reduction appraisal hearings in Portugal and Denmark and engagement with the Committee of the Regions on the report on the Platform against Poverty and in development of Joint Workshop at the Annual Convention on multi-level governance and stakeholder engagement in the EPAP.
· EAPN Continues to be active with Dignity International and with the WSF. 
Communication Work
· The website of EAPN was constantly updated (www.eapn.eu)

· Two issues of the EAPN Magazine were produced, one on the topic of Volunteering: a Tool for Inclusion and the other on Quality Work. 

· The EAPN Flash (electronic newsletter) was issued regularly. 

· 12 Press Releases were issued.

· 12 Position Papers and Reports were issued and three books/booklets. 

· Letters were regularly written to the EPSCO and European Council, and to the Presidents of the EU Institutions.
· EAPN spoke at many meetings where our publications were available and widely taken up.
