	Evaluating our work in 2013 and planning our 2014 WP
	· Secretariat to revise the draft 2014 WP based on EUISG members ‘ contributions with a clearer prioritization to allow EU ISG Members to easily capture what are the main priorities and really expected from them and what is more optional / Revised draft passed to the Steering Group Members before getting a final approval from EU ISG Members 

· Graciela together with Jeanne and Vito and the secretariat (Sian) will develop a proposal on national budgets’ assessment (including the share of the national budget dedicated to social protection) and the impact of the two pack, to be discussed in February by all EU ISG Members.

	NRPs/ CSRs and Pro-active report
	· EAPN members to keep trying to get the most of NRP process by engaging including by:

· Trying to get involved in pro-active actions (either social situation report, social watch or shadow report) to influence the content of the NRPs: NOV – MARCH. Send information to the group and the secretariat.
· Informing the Independent Experts on Social inclusion of their findings.

· Linking with Members of Parliament to make sure that a national and democratic debate happens around the NRP/ European Semester. 

· The Secretariat to provide an updated/revised version of the  toolkit on Europe 2020/European Semester in January 2014 

· On the CSRs, EAPN secretariat will send out the template by end of November, and members will be requested to read their own country’s CSRs and complete the assessment, with new or revised shadow Recommendations. These will be discussed in the February EUIS meeting.

· Once the European Commission will have officially communicated on the EAPN application, the Secretariat to help clarifying the links between the work of the EU ISG on the European Semester and  the joint action on CSRs.

	Youth Active Inclusion
	· A template fiche will be sent by the Secretariat by November 15th to EU ISG members to collect further information for the paper on youth inclusion.

· On this basis, the Secretariat will prepare a document synthesizing all the information which will have been collected, so as to foster discussion at the February meeting.

	Active Inclusion Sub-group
	· Catherine will finalize the draft letter on active inclusion. EU ISG Members will decide whether they will adapt and/or use it to lobby their Governments. 

· Catherine together with Sian will revise the small leaflet on active inclusion (12 arguments for active inclusion) on the basis of the inputs received Members within the 2 next weeks. EU ISG Members will have 2 weeks to make comments on it. 

· Given the EAPN cuts and Claire’s leave, priority will be given to integrated active inclusion and minimum income. Social services will be dealt through these 2 main themes.  
· EAPN will participate in a workshop organized at the Annual Convention on reference budgets with two speakers – one from the EMIN project – Per (EAPN DK) and speaker presenting the conclusions from the People Experiencing Poverty meeting in Brussels.

	Employment sub-group 
	· Quality Work Explainer  : 
· Members to make their final comments by the 8th of November. 
· Given the EAPN cuts, there will be no French translation, but a summary, which national networks could then each translate into their own language. 
EAPN will coordinate a side-event on in-work poverty during the Annual Convention, which will serve as a launching event for the EAPN paper on in-work poverty

· The first meeting of the Decent Work Task Force will hopefully be scheduled for the period 10-12 December (exact date to be confirmed).

	Structural Funds
	· Mapping document: The Secretariat will by the 4th of November a final revised draft to the group/ Members will have till the 11th of November to send their final comments. 

· The Secretariat will send the revised draft of the SF leaflet to the Group by the 8th of November – Members will have till the 22th November to make comments. 
· The Secretariat will provide a template letter for EU ISG members to lobby their managing authorities (at regional and national level) to make Community-led local development on social inclusion possible in the future OPs by the 12th of November.

· The Secretariat will finalize the draft briefing note on the ex-ante conditionality on poverty reduction and send it to all EU ISG Members to try to get more examples of EAPN Members’ engagement by the 12th of November.
