Support the mapping by EAPN members at member state level based on questions in the member survey 
Identify Living Wage ‘champions’ amongst each of the groups (government, local government, civic, business and trade union level) who will promote the concept of a Living Wage within

· National legislature

· National civic forums

· EU-wide business/trade union/civic networks

Create a communication hub for exchanging information and progress between Living Wage champions and EAPN members
Identify a date for a common ‘mission’ statement across the EU from EAPN and allies

Launch website and online toolkit (As per EAPN Ireland proposal)
Promote the concept of Europe-wide Living Wage Day to be actioned at an EU and member state level
There is currently a UK Living Wage week in the UK.  Participants to be invited to make statements and announce policy initiatives as relevant/possible in each member country.
Identify decision-making processes and ‘moments’ to be targeted at EU and national level e.g. Templates for national affiliates to follow and respond to with regard to the impact on low-pay of EU level policy/economic documents e.g. Annual Growth Survey
